Charles Smith Memorial Park
This neighborhood park located along the Chester Creek Trail is well 
known for the gorilla sculptures. It is in close proximity to children and 
adults that live in high density housing. The open space in the park is 
currently underutilized and installing a picnic area will provide a space for 
outdoor community gatherings. This improvement will bring more people 
to the park.

The basketball court is well-used by the neighborhood and larger 
community, but it is in need of repairs to keep it in safe operating 
condition. The asphalt is cracking and the hoops are in poor shape. These 
improvements will revitalize a beloved neighborhood asset.

In the summer of 2016, the Anchorage Park Foundation and Parks & 
Recreation Department plan to complete improvements in Charles 
Smith Memorial Park with the help of community volunteers and the 
input of a neighborhood park committee. We invite the Alaska State 
Legislature to join us in investing in the future of Charles Smith Memorial 
Park and the Downtown community. The Anchorage Park Foundation will 
match legislative investment in neighborhood park fix-its with volunteer 
involvement and generous support from the Rasmuson Foundation’s 
Anchorage Parks Initiative.
